To inform beach users about the problem sanitary products and other items can cause in our marine environment and our
wastewater systems if they are flushed down the toilet. The campaign encourages responsible flushing behaviour by
highlighting the neganve impact of inappropriate disposal of sanitary products and other items can have on our wastewater

treatment systems, marine environment and coastlines.

Encourage the public to abide by the criteria of the Blue Flag Award in relation to the prohibition of access to Blue Flag
areas of the beach by dogs (excluding assistance dogs) and other domestic animals. Encourage responsible owners to
abide by the rules during the Blue Flag season and use earmarked routes to access the non-blue flag areas of the beach.

Encourage children to explore our beaches and learn about the biodiversity of these habitats. Get them involved in a quick
litter pick of the beach, explaining how litter can impact these habitats.

To inform beach users about the more environmentally friendly beach
manual picking will be used instead of mechanical cleaning to remove litter, where beach wrack will be left in situ. Explain
what beach wrack is and highlight its importance. Advise how the public can help to restore and protect the beach.

‘Good’, ‘Sufficient’ or ‘Poor’. These limits are qualitative and take
