The Council will arrange to investigate the matter.

If the vehicle is deemed to be abandoned the Council will then follow a procedure 
of issuing notifications to the registered owner.

The process from initial inspection to removal can take up to 3 months.
*Please note that a vehicle must not have moved for a significant period of time 
for consideration under this policy. (up to 6 weeks)

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The Community Development Office has established a pilot project 

of three “Welcome Rooms” in community centres across Fingal, two 

in Dublin 15 and one in Swords.
